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The consumption of water in Simla in May 1922 ‘was, on the
average, 50,000 gallons daily morc than that in May 1921,

It was not easy to draw any conclusion from the comparison with May
1921, as many large Government buildings had been completed since
then, it was also difficult to know whether residents were taking the same
measures to economise as in 1921,

Still as the month went on the excess consumption did not seem justi-

fled.

Deacons’ waste water meter diagrams were taken on the distribution
system but nothing abnormal was found.

The excess water returns for May, however, when examined in June
showed that the amount chargeable to consumers for excess water was much
less than in May 1921, and this distinctly sugeested that a leak had oc-
curred.

The Deacons’ meters were again put in action and still nothing un-
usual was found.

1 Ii:' thus appeared that whatever was wrong must be outside the dis-
tribution system and in the supply mains or possibly in the reservoirs
or filters. :

There was also the possibility of the Cherot Roturbo pump discharge
having fallen off due to wear and tear.

The discharge from the Chair source and that from the Upper Gravita- -
tion line are measured at Dhali and the figures were normal.

The 3 cast iron mains from Dhali to Sanjoli are unmetered, as they are
not under much pressure, and such mains have seldom given trouble,
and hardly warrant the heavy cost of Deacons’ meters and valves.

As a telephone cable had been laid along the road in the winter of
1921-22, damage might have been done to one of the mains and it was
decided to test them, having first made a careful but fruitless inspection
of .11;1;1& hillsidées and nullahs below, on the chance of leakage being
visible.

At the same time tests were made of the Sanjoli and Church reservoirs
which showed there was nothing wrong with them.
